The following guidelines were adopted for large buses at the Battery to aid tour guides and bus drivers in what they should and should not do when visiting the Battery.  These guidelines are intended to be used in a reasonable manner and are meant to serve as principles to assist in determining appropriate use of the loading/unloading zones and parking areas.   

1. Section 29-239 of the City of Charleston Code states that “No buses may park with engines idling for more than five (5) minutes in residential areas”. 

2. Allowances for loading and unloading may be made if it is taking a little longer than 5 minutes to actively load or unload. The Tourism Officers typically do not interfere.  

3. If the bus engine is turned off, the bus may park for 15 minutes.  This is not in the ordinance, it is a policy.  Abuse of this policy may lead to the adoption of an ordinance and fines.

4. During busy times, buses are asked to unload passengers and then move on to allow other buses into the loading and unloading area to keep down on congestion. 

General Guidelines

Follow Murray Boulevard to White Point Gardens and unload passengers following the posted signage.  Once the passengers are off of the bus, the bus should move from the loading/unloading area and head towards East Bay Street.   Turn left on to Broad Street to Chisolm and turn left on to Chisolm.   Take Chisolm to Murray and take Murray back to the loading area to pick up passengers.   This loop takes approximately 15 minutes. 
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
