Good morning. Thank-you for your correspondence Friday informing of us this Staff decision
appeal and subsequent elevation to the BAR-S meeting this Thursday. We will be attending.

This BAR appeal news finds us very disappointed in our building permit experience, that Staff
the community has entrusted with these permit decisions can easily be overturned. It also
comes the same week we find BAR / Building Department refusing a permit for replacement of
our HVAC system on our roof — one that has been there for over 45 years. The removal from the
roof area has cost an additional $14,000 and affected livability within this very small “kitchen”
house.

Since posting the BAR notice on our home Friday, we have had overwhelming support for our
renovation and material selections from many neighbors, including every neighbor that can see
the home. We find it interesting that no one has heard of the complainer David Hoffman. Is he a
resident of our neighborhood? Does he walk by the house often? One neighbor has suggested
he is a lawyer being paid by an anonymous person that will not be honorable and speak up
directly. We believe the complainer is not speaking for our neighborhood. Is the complainer
paying for the retrofit of the windows? Cost - $6,000.

We chose these MARVIN brand double glazed windows for several reasons. Visually, they are
individual pane windows, double hung —a 1,000 people could walk down the street and notice
no difference. They look and appear historic. Wentworth St is a very busy traffic street — loud
with car fumes, the small home has us living 7’ from the street, the windows afford us much
better livability with the street noise, operable and completely sealed. Most importantly, they



are heading in the right direction of being eco-friendly. Heating and cooling costs for this little
home with the single pane was exorbitant. Finally, which should be paramount to the BAR
Board is maintenance. We are stewards of this home setting it up for another 100 years with
very little maintenance required. You only have to walk around the historic neighborhoods and
see a multitude of painters at any time fixing old windows year after year. Our home will look
like day one in 50 years.

The windows replaced in this home were installed between 1970 and 2015. None of the
locations were original to the kitchen house utility building. Completely rotted, these cheap
single pane windows were inoperable and had aluminum storm windows installed over to help
with livability. These types of windows have a short life expectancy, why keep making the same
mistake?

Historic Society......we are very much champions of the “historic” part of our community, we
also have to remember the “society” part. It’s people actually living in these 200-year-old plus
homes, investing in upkeep we are all proud of. We trust you will be continuing to support you
and your staff’s original decision and the BAR Board will support that decision and your ability
to guide these restorations through the City’s processes.

I’'m writing to provide my position on the BAR-S application for the building at 309 King Street.
As the owner of the residential condo at 301C King Street, overlooking the outdoor space, and
along with my partners in the overall building at 301 King, I'd like to address a couple items that

are of concern.

| have additionally spoken with Lauren Fox, owner of 307 King Street, and Chip Ervin, owner of

313 King Street, both having retail and residential units nearby, who agree with this position.

We are happy to see this space being occupied by a retailer, but do want to point out that the
application mentions use of the outdoor space for “public and private gatherings”...”that may
extend past normal business hours but not past midnight.” This would seem to be more for

zoning, but does state that zoning approvals would be addressed during a review of building

permit submittal, which doesn’t seem to give us an opportunity.

While | don’t expect this to be of great concern with this business, without a full understanding of

the use for events outside and up until midnight, we would like to state the following:

1. The outdoor space is directly adjacent to Lauren Fox’s residential units, including
windows into these units. This was previously blocked by a wall for privacy and likely
helped with sound during Mellow Mushroom’s tenancy. This should be restored in some
way to provide more privacy than the proposed retractable screen, and by adding some
sound attenuation.

2. As its unclear how often, but also suggesting late night use till midnight, we would
request due to the residences, that the time for outdoor use should be reduced to 10pm.

Mellow Mushroom’s business hours only went to 10pm and thus patron noise on that

deck was not an issue, even as they finished their food & drinks and paid checks, to
eventually leave a little beyond that time.

3. ltis also requested to not allow amplified sound/music in this outdoor area, at least not
past a specific time, prior to the 10pm time above. With it being such close proximity to
our residences, and literally adjacent to windows of Ms. Fox’s apartments, amplified

sound will be an issue if regularly occurring.

As mentioned, we are happy to welcome Uncommon James to this building, and mostly expect
that even the outdoor use above will not be an issue, but by stating the above positions, we can
ensure that it is not overtly used in a way that will impact our peaceful enjoyment of our

residences.
